Reflexive Verbs: pages 45-50

When you do something to yourself or you describe
another person doing something to herself or himself—like
washing, combing hair, even looking, in Spanish you use a
reflexive verb.

I wash myself. (I myself bathe) Yo me bano.
We wash ourselves. Nosotros nos banamos.

In Spanish, the order is: Subject, reflexive pronoun, verb

The verbs ser and estar both mean "to be", so what's the
difference between the two?

Ser is used to talk about permanent or lasting attributes, e.g.,
nationality, race, age, profession, and religion.

If this general rule is too vague for you, think of the acronym... DOCTOR.
Descriptions: alto, rubio, gorda

Occupations: médico, abogado, profesora

Characteristic: race, age, religion

Time: es la una de la tarde; son las diez de la noche.

Origin: él es salvadorefio; americana, chilena

Relationships: Casada, soltera, abuelo, padre

ESTAR: is used to describe things that are temporary
characteristics--a temporary location or condition.

Uses of Estar

Estar is used to indicate temporary state or location. If that general rule
doesn'’t suffice, there is an acronym that you can think of, PLACE.

Position: estoy en frente; ella esta detras; ellos estan aqui.
Location: estoy en Francia en vacaciones; estamos en una iglesia.
Action: estoy corriendo; ella estd jugando naipes.

Condition: estoy resfriado; nosotros estamos cansados,

Emotion: ella esta feliz en ver sus padres; él esta triste que perdid su perro.

Mas Ejemplos de ESTAR:

La muchacha esta resfriada. (She has a cold.)
Ellas estan en Paris para la conferencia.
Nosotros no estamos felices
