How Gustar Works

With gustar and verbs like it, the subject of the sentence is the thing
being liked, while the thing doing the liking is expressed via an indirect
object.

« In the above Spanish sentence, manzanas (apples) is the subject, so gustar
is conjugated in the third person plural to match the plural word manzanas.
o The indirect object me is used to show to whom the apples are pleasing.
